(SARAWAK THAI YEAN THONG VOON CLAN ASSOCIATION)

NAME

The name of the society shall be known as "Persatuan Klan Thai Yean Thong Voon
Sarawak"” (Sarawak Thai Yean Thong Clan Association), hereinafter referred to as
the Association.

CHANGE OF ADDRESS

Every member shall notify the Secretary-General of his change of address, failing
which any letter, circular or notice sent to his last registered address, shall be deemed
to have been given to and received by such member for any purpose provided by
these rules.

All ordinary members of the Association shall have the right to vote and to elect and
be elected and to enjoy all the facilities provided by the Association.

An annual general meeting of the Association shall be held as soon as possible
within four (4) months after the close of each financial year on a date and at a
time and place to be decided by the Executive Committee.

Any member of the Executive Committee who fails to attend three consecutive
meetings of the Executive Committee without satisfactory explanation shall be
deemed to have resigned from the Executive Committee.

The incomes and property of the Association shall be applied solely towards
the promotion of the objects of the Association and no portion thereof shall be
paid or transferred directly or indirectly by way of dividend or bonus or
otherwise to the person or persons who at any time are or have been members*
of the Association or to any person claiming through them. But nothing herein
contained shall prevent the payment in good faith of remuneration to any
office-bearers or servants of the Association or to any member thereof or other
person in return for any service actually rendered to the Association.

The Treasurer may hold a petty cash advance not exceeding five hundred
ringgit (RM500/=) at any one time. All money in excess of this sum shall,
within seven days of receipt, be deposited in a bank approved by the Executive
Committee.

The Ancestral Worship shall be carried out on the Ching Ming Festival by the
Association. All the expenses incurred on such occasion shall be subscribed from the
members apart from the prescribed fees.

ANNUAL RETURN

(6) Any person shall not hold office in the Association or become an adviser or

employee of the Association if he is disqualified under Section 9A of the
Societies Act 1966.

(6) The Association shall not carry out political activities or involve itself whether
directly or indirectly with any political party.

INTERPRETATION OF RULES

Between annual general meetings the Executive Committee shall interpret the rules
of the Association and, when necessary, determine any point on which the rules are
silent.

AMENDMENT OF RULES

These rules may not be altered or amended except by resolution of a general meeting
provided that 7 days notice of the proposed amendments or alterations shall have
been given to the members. Such alterations or amendments shall take effect from
the date of their approval by the Registrar of Societies.

DISSOLUTION

(1) The Association may be voluntarily dissolved by a resolution of not less than
three-fifths of the total voting membership at a general meeting.

(2) In the event of the Association being dissolved as provided above, all debts and
liabilities legally incurred on its behalf shall be fully discharged, and the
remaining funds shall be disposed of in such manner as may be decided upon
by a general meeting.

(3) The Registrar of Societies shall be informed of the dissolution of the
Association within 4 days from the date of the dissolution.
